New Britain reports coronavirus-associated death for total of 72

New Britain had a coronavirus-
associated death reported 
Wednesday, bringing the city’s 
totals to 72 confirmed and 22 
probable deaths, according to the 
latest data released by state health 
officials. There were eight deaths 
reported statewide Wednesday, 
bringing the total to 4,380. 

Hartford County now has the 
most confirmed virus-associated 
deaths (1,081) and the most 

probable deaths (317) in the state. 
Fairfield County is next with 1,079 
confirmed and 308 probable virus-

associated deaths.
There was one additional patient 

currently hospitalized with covid-
19, for a total of 67. There were 
12,338 coronavirus tests reported 
Wednesday, with just 106 coming 
back as positive cases.

New Britain had an additional 
three confirmed cases added to 
its total while the probable cases 
remained the same. The city stands 
at 1,040 confirmed, ninth most in 
the state, and 72 probable cases. 

After several days of standing one 
shy of 600 confirmed cases, Bristol 
crossed that threshold Wednesday 

after having an increase of four 
confirmed cases. The city has 603 
confirmed and 18 probable cases, 
along with 64 confirmed and nine 
probable virus-associated deaths.

Newington also had an increase 
in confirmed cases, going up two 
to 384, while its 21 probable cases 
remained the same. The town 
also had no change in its virus-
associated death totals, staying at 
37 confirmed and 13 probable.

Southington, Plainville, Berlin 
and Plymouth all had no increase 
in cases or deaths.

Southington remained at 332 

confirmed and 14 probable cases 
and 28 confirmed and five probable 
deaths since testing began.

Berlin stayed at 163 confirmed 
and six probable cases and 14 
confirmed and three probable 
deaths.

Plainville stands at 174 
confirmed and three probable cases 
and 25 confirmed and one probable 
virus-associated death.

Plymouth had no changes once 
again, remaining at 69 confirmed 
and five probable cases and one 
confirmed coronavirus-associated 
death.
